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soon as possible in the spring of 2004 as erosion is undermining both the north and south 
stairways. Other GECCC projects scheduled for 2004 are some property boundary 
improvements, work on Frensdorff House, the ongoing maintenance and repairs plus 
completion of any fulfilled Wish List projects.  

This year, GECCC developed a completely new Website with the address:   
www.CampGalilee.com. Plans for 2004 include online registration, credit card billing and 
retail store purchases via the Website. Galilee continues to participate as a member of ECCC, 
the nationwide organization of Episcopal Camps and Conference Centers. Galilee was one of 
the camps featured at the ECCC booth at General Convention in Minneapolis. Next year, as we 
did this year, we expect to have at least one Galilee Board of Trustees member or staff person 
attend the ECCC national convention as we work toward camp certification.
 
Volunteers have contributed over an estimated 3,000 hours to Galilee in the past year. The 
Board of Trustees is grateful for the support and thankful to all the friends of Galilee.
